Thursday, September 29
Late afternoon departure on Air France
from Toronto to Paris.
Friday, September 30
Early morning arrival in Paris and
connect to Air France for our flight to
Athens. Late afternoon arrival in
Athens. Board the coach and travel to
our hotel. (B,D)
Saturday, October 1
Tour in and around Athens by coach.
We will visit Acropolis, the Parthenon,
the Agora, and the Acropolis Museum.
We will stop at the Royal Palace and
visit the Temple of Zeus, Harian’s Arch
and see the stadium built for the 1896
Olympic Games. Enjoy some free
time. (B,D)
Sunday, October 2
Early morning worship as part of our
breakfast time. We check out and
board the coach for Nauplia. Our
English speaking guide will show us
the Corinth Canal.  We will stop at the
ancient city of Corinth then drive on to
Mycenae to see the beehive tombs,
Lion’s Gate, the remains of
Agamemnon’s Palace and the
treasury of Artreus.  We will visit the
Sanctuary of Aesculapius, the god of
medicine and see the Amphitheatre.
Overnight in Tolo. (B,D)

Monday, October 3
Today we will drive to Olympia, enjoy
the Mountains of Arcadia and visit the
ancient Olympic Stadium.  We will visit
the Temples of Zeus and Hera on the
way.  Overnight in Olympia. (B,D)
Tuesday, October 4
This morning the coach heads for
Patras for a ferry crossing of the Gulf
of Corinth. Enjoy the magnificent
landscape as we travel to Delphi.  We
plan to visit the Sanctuary of Apollo and
enjoy Mount Parnassus. Overnight in
Delphi. (B,D)
Wednesday, October 5
In the morning we will drive over the
Pourmaraki Pass to Lamia, via Trikala
to Kalambaka. Here we will visit the
incredible monasteries of Meteroa
perched on the rocks high above the
town. Admire the beautiful Byzantine
frescoes. Overnight in Kalambaka.
(B,D)
Thursday, October 6
On our way south we pass
Thermopylae, the site of the famous
battle between the Spartans and the
Persians.  After several stops along the
way we will return to Athens.  Overnight
in Athens. (B,D)

Friday, October 7
After breakfast the bus will transfer us
to Piraeus where we will board our
cruise ship. Our first island stop is
Mykonos. Go for a wonderful stroll
along the small streets of this
enchanting island. Overnight on the
ship. (B,L,D)
Saturday October 8
Today we cruise to Kusadasi, Turkey
and we will board the bus for a visit to
Ephesus. Return to the ship and cruise
to the Island of Patmos, Greece for the
balance of the day.  Overnight on the
ship. (B,L,D)
Sunday, October 9
In the morning we arrive in Heraklion,
Crete.  Worship service on the island.
In the afternoon we sail to Santorini
and spend the balance of the day here.
Overnight on the ship. (B,L,D)
Monday, October 10
Early arrival in Piraeus. Board the bus
and enjoy wonderful sightseeing and
stops in and around Athens. Early
afternoon check-in at the hotel.
Afternoon is free for rest or shopping.

Early morning departure from Athens
to Toronto on Air France with a
connection in Paris.
