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The history of the Oberammergau
Passion Play begins in 1633. During
the Thirty Years War, after much
suffering and also many deaths
caused by the plague, the surviving
population of Oberammergau vowed
that they would perform the “play of
the suffering, death and resurrection
of our Lord Jesus Christ” every ten
years if they were spared from
extinction. On Whitsun in 1634 they
kept their promise for the first time.
As early as the middle of the 18th
century spectators came to
Oberammergau from all parts of

Germany, attracted by the great
power and mystique of the play. In
2010 the village will perform the play
for the 41st time, maintaining the
continuity of this unique world
famous event.

The arrival day in Oberammergau is
Friday. Check in at the hotel and
enjoy lunch. The Passion Play starts
at 2.3 pm and breaks at 5.00pm.
Dinner will be at the hotel or local
restaurant. The Play resumes at
8.00pm and finishes at about
10.30pm.

Return to the hotel for overnight stay.
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Day 1: Depart on the overnight flight to
Europe. Dinner served onboard.

Day 2: Arrive Europe and travel to the
city of Augsburg, near Munich, in the
Bavarian region of Germany. Balance of
the day at your leisure. D

Day 3: Morning walking tour of
Augsberg. Augsburg is one of Germany’s
oldest cities, founded by the Romans. It is
also known as the “City of Reformation”.
The afternoon is free for shopping and
relaxation. B/D

Day 4: OBERAMMERGAU

Drive to Oberammergau and enjoy the
Passion Play. Confirmed 1 night
package — hotel category —HC3

The package includes lunch, hot dinner
during play interval, and breakfast. You
also have access to the village shuttle
service, admission to the play and
program book. The group is confirmed to
stay at Hotel Arnika in Oberammergau.

Day 5: Drive to Ettal for visit of Schloss
Linderhof. Afterwards continue to
Salzburg known for “Sound of Music”.
Guided city tour. B/D

Day 6: After breakfast, depart Salzburg
for Melk, a UNESCO heritage site and
visit the Benedictine Abbey. From here
enjoy a Danube cruise to Krems.
Continue the journey by coach to Vienna.
B/D

Day 7: Guided morning walking tour
of old Vienna including a visit to the
unique Charles Church of Vienna.
Afternoon is free for you to enjoy this great
city. B/D

Day 8: Today the tour travels to
Prague, Czech Republic.Prague is
known as the “center of Europe”. B/D

Day 9: Morning guided tour of Prague
visiting all of it's beautiful highlights.
Afternoon free to “explore on your own.
B/D

Day 10: Afull day to enjoy Prague.
Walk the magnificent Charles Bridge,
visit the Jewish quarter, enjoy the old
town square and much more.
